Board of Elections Interviews: 

Thank you to the 21 local Leagues participating in 

interviews with representatives at their Board of 

Elections. This is one of the important aspects of election 

monitoring delineated in the 2009 settlement agreement 

in the League's historic lawsuit, LWVO v. Brunner.  The 

interview survey forms are due by the end of January and 

the results will be compiled and shared.

Post-Election Audit Observations:  

As part of the settlement agreement, LWV Ohio will again 

coordinate Leagues' observations of county election 

boards' post-election audits of the Primary Election 

results.
